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This is an application for certification of a proposed site at Creston, Lincoln
County, Washington for construction and operation of a natural gas-fueled combustion turbine
facility to generate electrical energy.

The Council held a prehearing conference on June 21, 1995, before Council Chair
Frederick S. Adair and members C. Robert Wallis, Jo Roller, and Doug Kilpatrick.

APPEARANCES. The following parties participated in the prehearing
conference: Applicant, KVA Resources, Inc., by Darrell Peeples, attorney, Olympia, and
Charles W. Lean, attorney, Tacoma; Counsel for the Environment, Deborah Mull, assistant
attorney general, Olympia; Department of Ecology, by Rebecca VanderGrif, assistant attorney
general, Olympia; Confederated Tribes of the Colville Reservation, by Bruce Didesch, attorney,
Nespelem; Spokane Tribe of Indians, by Christopher B. Gray, attorney, Wellpinit; Lincoln
County Ag Coalition, by Daniel C. Buob, Edwall; Washington Water Power Company, by Jerry
Boyd, attorney, Spokane; U.S. Department of the Interior, by Tony Sullans, attorney, Boise;
Washington State Energy Office, by Mary Barrett, assistant attorney general, Olympia.

In this order, the Council discusses scheduling matters and other administrative
issues.
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Next prehearing conference. The parties agmf:cl to reserve both July 20, 1995,
at 2:00 p.m., and August 10, 1995, at 2:00 p.m., in Room 308 of the Energy Office for further
prehearing conferences, which were established on the record as continued hearing sessions.
Dates or times may be adjusted by notice of the Council depending upon the participants’
schedules.

Motion for Continuance. Counsel for the Environment filed a motion for
continuance on the day of the prehearing conference. The Applicant agreed to file a response no
later than 5:00 p.m., on June 30, 1995. This date is subject to change only for good cause.

Issues List. During the prehearing conference, the Applicant distributed a list of
“factual” issues it believes are the main concerns raised by The Washington State Department of
. Fish and Wildlife, Washington State Energy Office, Confederated Tribes of Colville, Spokane
Tribe, Washington State Department of Ecology, Lincoln County, Lincoln County Fire
Protection Dist. No. 7, Wilbur Public Schools, Creston School Dist. No. 73, Washington Water
Power Co., Lincoln County Ag Coalition, and the Counsel for the Environment. Several of
these parties commented that the Applicant's list does not include all their concerns. In addition,
the parties commented that new concerns may develop as the review process unfolds.

The Council advised the parties and the Applicant to consult with each other as
soon as possible in order to update the list of issues. Additions to the list after its next iteration
will allowed only for good cause.

Applicant's Subject List. The Applicant agreed to deliver to all parties a list of
subjects that it intends to address at the hearing by June 23, 1995. This list is to include the
person(s) who will testify during the hearing and the subjects they are to address. The list will
provide a general framework for organization of the hearing.

Electronic Filing. The Council asked that all memoranda, motions, documents,
etc., filed with the Council that are longer than 3 pages be delivered in both a paper and
electronic format. The electronic copy must be in an IBM-based format of WordPerfect, up to
Version 6.0, or Word, up to Version 6.0. It may be delivered on a disc for use in an IBM-
compatible personal computer, or sent electronically via modem. The electronic version is a
copy of the original hard copy which will be retained for purposes of the record. Any technical
questions may be addressed to Allen Fiksdal, Energy Facility Siting Specialist at (360) 956-
2152.

Prefiled Testimony. In order to accommodate the parties’ schedules, the final
date for the parties to submit prefiled testimony was moved from July 17, 1995, m:J-ﬁI;-,r 24,
1995. The final date for the Applicant to submit rebuttal prefiled testimony was moved from
August 1, 1995, to August 15, 1995. All testimony that the parties wish the Council to consider
must be delivered to the Council's offices by 5:00 p.m., on those dates. Extensions will be
granted only for good cause.
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(Oral Argument on Motion for Summary Judgment. The Council declined to
hear oral arguments from the parties concerning the Counsel for the Environment’s motion for
summary judgment. The Council ruled on the motion in Prehearing Order MNo. 6.

Stipulations. The Applicant requested a ruling from the Council on when it
should submit stipulated agreements. Additionally, the Applicant raised concerns about how and
when the Council will approve such stipulations. The Council requested that receive such
stipulations at prehearing conferences. The Council advised the Applicant to review WAC 463-
30-250. The Council will determine a hearing date when parties may present support for the
stipulations.

NOTICE TO PARTICIPANTS: Unless modified, this prehearing order will control the course
of the hearing. RCW 34.05.431; WAC 463-30-270(3). Objections to this order must be filed in
writing with the Council within ten days after the date of this order. WAC 463-30-270(3).
