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2.  Preliminary Order on Intervention 

The petitions filed by the Yakama Nation and by Tri-Cities C.A.R.E.S. were both GRANTED 
IAW WAC 463-30-092 per Judge Torem’s Preliminary Order on Intervention, with a reservation 
that the exact scope of intervention would be determined at a later date, following PHC #1.

4.  Scheduling of Adjudication – July 8, 2023 [notional deadline] 

On September 27, 2022, the Applicant filed its Second Extension Request and obtained EFSEC’s 
agreement that the processing time for this Project be extended to July 8, 2023.  At that time, it 
was suggested that this Adjudication might take place in the Fourth Quarter of 2022 so as to 
allow the Council sufficient time for all parties to have a “robust engagement in the process” and 
simultaneously make a credible effort to comply with the twelve month processing time required 
by RCW 80.50.100.
