4. Whether the application should more fully assess and consider the environmental impacts 

of the project on greenhouse gas emissions, including emissions reductions resulting 

from the project and how the project fits into the pressing need for increased energy 

facilities?

5. Whether the application adequately considers alternative project layouts to avoid direct 

habitat loss and fragmentation, including, but not limited to avoiding development in the 

east solar field?
