Transporting oil by railcar has resulted in several accidents. In
July, 2013, in Lac Megantic, Quebec, 72 tank cars derailed,
crashed, and killed over 42 people. (L A Times, November 14,
2013, "Railroad Industry Urges Upgrade in Oil Tank Car Safety.)
Other crashes have occurred, one in Alabama on November 8,
2013.

This article continues, "the crashes led the Federal Pipeline and
Hazardous Materials Safety Administration to take the initial step
to tighten safety standards on tank cars, calling on the public to
file comments”.

Also, the article states, "the Association of American Railroads
filed comments", and "called for a number of tank car
improvements”. Many tank cars would need major
improvements. 92,000 cars haul flammable liquids and 78,000 of
these cars would have to be upgraded or phased out, "under the
Association's proposal".

"Railroads hauled 25 times more tank cars in 2012 than they did
in 2008, and the volume is continuing to rise this year".

We don't want unsafe oil tank cars transporting crude oil along the
Columbia River, endangering both people and salmon.

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In 1992, the U.S. Geological Survey confirmed the suspected fault
under the east bank of the Willamette River. This fault runs at
least 30 miles southeast of Portland-Vancouver and is part of the
Portland Hills Fault Zone. The Portland Hills fault itself has been
known for a long time. The length of this fault makes geologists
feel this area could produce earthquakes of more than 6 on the
Richter Scale. To confirm this, at a recent Geological Society of
the Oregon Country meeting, a geologist from the Oregon
Department of Geology, when asked what is the most dangerous
place in Oregon to be if a large quake occurred, responded that
that would be the large tank farms along the Willamette River.

These earthquakes would also produce strong vibrations in the
alluvial soils that the proposed Vancouver Oil Terminal would sit
on. These soils would liquify, knocking oil cars over and rupturing
holding tanks. The support system in the Vancouver area would
have many other problems to contend with. They would not need
a destroyed oil terminal, with possible fires, to complicate their
monumental task.
