EllensburgTributary creeks and wetland

Construct a 31 turbine wind power facility by placing up to 87 cubic yards over 0.026 acres of stream and 
0.347 acres of category II and III wetlands for 14 permanent road crossings.  Up to 18 temporary crossings 
will be constructed over 0.126 acres of stream and 1.8 acres of wetland using timber mats and rail ties but 
there will be no excavation or fill associated with the temporary crossings.  Mitigation for permanent and 
temporary impacts will consist of removing cattle and installing wetland plants to lift wetland functions on 
21 acres of on-site wetlands using the credit/debit method.  The purpose of the project is to provide access 
for construction and future maintenance of individual wind turbines.
